Robert Listenbee has been a trial lawyer at the Defender Association of Philadelphia since 1986, and Chief of the Juvenile Unit since 1997. 
He serves on several boards and committees that advocate for the rights and interests of children. These include the Disproportionate Minority Contact Subcommittee of the Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and Delinquency (PCCD), where he coordinated the development of a statewide video on the Youth Law Enforcement Initiative and participated in the development of a Youth/Law Enforcement Curriculum. For the last 4 years, he has participated in the supervision of a training program for juvenile defenders in Pennsylvania through a grant provided to the Defender Association by PCCD. Mr. Listenbee serves on the Advisory Board of the National Juvenile Defender Center (NJDC) and is actively involved in the MacArthur Foundation’s Models for Change Initiative in Pennsylvania. He is a team member of the recently established Juvenile Indigent Defense Action Network (sponsored by the MacArthur Foundation and supervised by NJDC), which is undertaking several initiatives on behalf of the Juvenile Defenders Association of Pennsylvania (JDAP) to improve access to counsel and the quality of representation for Pennsylvania’s children. He is also a member of the Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention Committee of PCCD. He was recently appointed to the Interbranch Commission on Juvenile Justice, which is examining violations of the rights of children in the juvenile justice system in Luzerne County, Pennsylvania. 

Mr. Listenbee is President of JDAP, a statewide nonprofit organization that advocates for the rights and interests of Pennsylvania’s children and speaks on behalf of juvenile defenders in the Commonwealth. He is Chair of the Defender Policy Group of the National Legal Aid and Defender Association; Chair of the Expungement Initiative sponsored by the Interbranch Commission on Gender, Racial and Ethnic Fairness; and President of the Philadelphia Working Group, a youth/law enforcement initiative. He is a frequent presenter on juvenile justice issues to organizations in Pennsylvania and throughout the United States.
Mr. Listenbee received his B.A. from Harvard University and his J.D. from the Boalt Hall School of Law at the University of California, Berkeley.

Ms. McBrayer has been appointed by the Chief Justice of the California Supreme Court to serve on the California Judicial Council Access and Fairness Advisory Committee and was appointed by California Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger to chair the State Advisory Committee on Before and After School Programs and serve on the California State Advisory Group (SAG) for juvenile justice.
